     This year’s MACTS was a great success!  I enjoyed meeting Eric Lindbergh and 
hobnobbing with my fellow pilots. I was fortunate to be able to help Dave Pressy on 
the “Learn To Fly” sims with the kids who were interested in learning to fly. 
     An interesting thing happened while working with a young man on the sim. He 
was about 15 or 16 years old and had previous experience with flight sims.  Just as 
we had taken off, maybe 2 or 300 feet in the air, the engine quit cold.  My first reac-
tion was disbelief, just as it must be in an aircraft, then a quick thought to yell over 
to the young man who was doing all the computer input stuff, and get him to reset. 
Then it dawned on me. This is real training!  You can’t get a reset in the aircraft, 
and this kid on the sim deserves to learn the proper response to the emergency. 
Immediate nose down, fly the airplane, establish glide and land straight ahead un-
der control. Decisive action! This is exactly what we did, with a successful landing. 
     This was a great learning experience and of course completely reinforced the 
lesson of “Expect the unexpected”. The last thought on my mind was engine failure 
on takeoff in the sim. It should have been my only thought!
