Putting the ñCommercialò back in Commercial Training: Part 1 

 

     Teaching professionalism at all levels, especially Commercial, promotes safety, a high level of 
proficiency and ultimately creates an overall safer environment for everyone.  Regardless of the 
student‟s ultimate career goal, Commercial training should emphasize professionalism on every 
lesson.  All too often the instructor and student view the required Aeronautical Experience require-
ments of 61.129 as merely a FAA-mandated “to-do” list.  This box-checking attitude can lead to a 
multitude of missed opportunities in favor of “knocking out” the minimum eligibility requirements as 

quickly as possible. 

 

     Implied in these requirements is the need to expose the potential Commercial Pilot to as many 
adverse situations as possible in order to prepare them for the inevitably unpredictable world of 
professional flying.  A great way to do this is to get the most out of the required cross countries 
(61.29(a)(ii & iii)).  The recreational aviator can pick and choose the flight conditions they prefer; 
however, a professional pilot is prepared to deal with whatever adverse conditions and situations 
life throws at them.  It is imperative that as instructors, we simulate as many failures, diversions, re

-routes, unplanned flight into IMC, etc. into day and night cross countries. 

 

     Can your commercial student successfully deal with a partial power failure?  This is far more 
common than a catastrophic engine failure, especially in high-performance aircraft.  What about an 
electrical failure, especially at night?  Can they divert to another destination and file an instrument 
flight plan enroute?  Do they know the proper techniques for losing altitude quickly without damag-
ing their passengers‟ eardrums?  What about a 20kt. direct crosswind?  Runaway or stuck trim?  A 
sick passenger?  The list goes on.  If we plan ahead and organize, all these situations and more 
can be successfully integrated into the dual cross countries.  Be creative and draw from personal 

experience to enhance the student‟s learning experience. 

 

     Anyone can fly when the weather is clear, the winds are light and everything works as ex-

pected.  Our job as instructors is to help the aspiring pro pilot or weekend warrior to be comfortable 

with their airplane, maximize their flying skills and most importantly, learn to make good decisions 

when faced with less than ideal situations.  Flying is a profession whether we get paid or not.  As 

flight instructors, teaching professionalism should be one of our primary jobs.
