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student should never wonder about their progress, nor should they feel that the in-
structor is neglecting them or their aviation goals. Professionalism dictates that as
instructors we track and evaluate each student from first flight to checkride.

Taking the time to ensure that the student has the requisite knowledge, skills
and experience to pass the written or practical test not only instills confidence in
them, but also boosts their confidence in you, the professional instructor. It is in-
cumbent upon us to prepare each student, regardless of the certificate sought, to
appear professional to the examiner. Candidates should feel over-prepared, eager
to demonstrate their abilities and fully aware of the PTS and certificate require-
mentsd not confused, unprepared or worse yet: unqualified!

There are countless opportunities to demonstrate professional behavior, tech-
niques and practices throughout the training process. We should strive to improve
on these every time we provide training.
